TBE is affiliated with the Union for Reform Judaism (URJ) which is the national 

organization for Reform Judaism.

Eligible applicants must be of the Jewish faith and age 18 or older. A Jewish person is 

defined as one who has at least one Jewish parent or who has officially converted to 

Judaism. The family is the unit of membership. A family can be a single Jewish person 

age 18 or older with or without dependents; a couple of at least one Jewish partner with 

or without dependents. We welcome interfaith families.
